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Construction nears completion

Construction on 121 E. Lake is progress-

ing very well and nearing completion.
Mark your calendars for the official
Ribbon Cutting ceremony scheduled for
May 21, 2016.

We are right on the construction
budget of $2.7M. There has been only
one increase—a $30K change order
which was approved by the Board to
incorporate some previously deferred
alternates and some small changes in
scope.

Our General Contractor, Dohn
Construction, has done a great job
and has been able to accommodate all
the constructability issues that arose
during construction. They are deliver-
ing on time, on budget and with the
highest quality.

A new 2" gas line had to be installed.

New columns have
been installed under
the portico.

On the inside of the house we are
working on the last of the finishes.
Final trim, paint, door and hardware
installation, wall tile, flooring, and
trim out of all electrical, plumbing, and
HVAC have been installed. All the new
kitchen equipment is being installed.

Big changes are happening on the
outside of the house. The new balus-
trade on the decks, house trim, and
new columns have been installed. We
are well into the site work activities
having completed the new front side-
walk along Lake Street, utility work in
the backyard, and new concrete on the
front porch and the west side parking
area. We are now commencing rein-
stallation of the front retaining wall,
the front entry walkway and wheel-
chair ramp.

We are about to start the erection
of the HVAC equipment enclosure and
installation of the new library egress
stairs in the backyard. In April, we will
be into start-up and commissioning
of the new Variable Refrigerant Flow
heating and cooling system, testing
the fire protection, security, and WiFi
systems.

The house is looking absolutely
amazing! You should plan to attend
the ribbon cutting ceremony on
May 21st, Noon - 4 p.m.

It is a pleasure to provide our annual Red Door House Corporation financial report.

It’s been a unique financial time for the house corp, as we’ve held a successful capital
campaign, secured construction financing, and undertaken the first complete renovation of
our 87 year old facility.

We secured our $1.9M construction and permanent financing and we have an approved
short-term 2nd mortgage to help us manage cash flow. Mitch Christ, ’79, has managed
construction to budget and made the most out of every dollar. We are fortunate that the
lease agreement with our CSU Greek brothers from Sigma Nu will allow the RDHC to
keep its zoning variance but cover operating expenses and allow us to build our reserve,
until Colorado Gamma is ready to move back in to the house 2-3 years from now.

We need to reach our original $1.25 M campaign goal and we are just $82,000 away. A
summary of campaign pledges and gifts is below and we are always happy to provide full
financial reports to alumni.

’56, put on a show for wres-
tling fans at Colorado A&M
from 1953 to 1956, with a
heavyweight career record

When Balcom Chemical
merged with United Agri Products in 1983,
Tuffy moved to the home office in Greeley,
where he resides today. He finally retired
from Balcom Chemical/UAP in 1999.
